<@23>Ap—0 to 4 inches; very dark grayish brown (10YR 3/2) clay loam; weak medium granular structure; friable; few very fine and common fine roots; strongly acid; abrupt smooth boundary.

<@33>Bt—4 to 11 inches; red (2.5YR 4/6) clay; moderate medium subangular blocky structure; firm; few very fine and fine roots; very strongly acid; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>Bss1—11 to 31 inches; red (2.5YR 4/6) clay; moderate medium subangular blocky structure; firm; few fine roots; common large intersecting slickensides having polished and grooved surfaces; common medium distinct olive (5Y 5/3) iron depletions on faces of peds and in the matrix; very strongly acid; abrupt smooth boundary.

<@33>Bss2—31 to 43 inches; olive brown (2.5Y 5/4) clay; moderate medium subangular blocky structure; firm; common large intersecting slickensides having polished and grooved surfaces; few fine flakes of mica; few fine distinct light brownish gray (10YR 6/2) iron depletions on faces of peds and in the matrix; slightly acid; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>Bkss—43 to 80 inches; silty clay, brownish yellow (10YR 6/8) interior, pale olive (5Y 6/3) exterior; weak coarse subangular blocky structure; firm; common large intersecting slickensides having polished and grooved surfaces; few soft masses of calcium carbonate; few fine distinct light brownish gray (10YR 6/2) iron depletions on faces of peds and in the matrix; violently effervescent; slightly alkaline.
