<@33>A2—4 to 10 inches; grayish brown (10YR 4/2) extremely channery loam; moderate fine and medium granular structure; very friable; common fine and medium roots; few fine fragments of charcoal; about 70 percent claystone channers; very strongly acid; abrupt wavy boundary.
