<@32>The Maxton series consists of very deep, well drained soils that formed in stratified loamy and sandy sediments. These soils are on low terraces adjacent to the Chattahoochee River and other large streams. Slopes range from 0 to 2 percent. These soils are fine-loamy over sandy or sandy-skeletal, siliceous, subactive, thermic Typic Hapludults.
<@32>Maxton soils are commonly associated on the landscape with Annemaine, Kolomoki, Riverview, and Wickham soils. Annemaine and Kolomoki soils are in slightly lower positions than those of the Maxton soils. They have a clayey argillic horizon. Riverview soils are on flood plains adjacent to areas of the Maxton soils. They have a loamy cambic horizon. Wickham soils are in positions similar to those of the Maxton soils. They do not have a sandy substratum.
<@32>Typical pedon of Maxton loamy sand, 0 to 2 percent slopes, rarely flooded; about 6 miles east of Loflin, 700 feet west and 800 feet north of the southeast corner of sec. 5, T. 14 N., R. 31 E.
<@23>Ap—0 to 10 inches; dark brown (10YR 4/3) loamy sand; weak fine granular structure; very friable; many fine and medium roots; slightly acid; abrupt wavy boundary.
<@33>Bt1—10 to 18 inches; yellowish red (5YR 4/6) sandy clay loam; moderate medium subangular blocky structure; friable; many fine and medium roots; few faint clay films on surfaces of peds; few fine flakes of mica; strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.
<@33>Bt2—18 to 27 inches; red (2.5YR 4/6) sandy clay loam; moderate medium subangular blocky structure; friable; many medium and few fine roots; few faint clay films on faces of peds; few fine flakes of mica; strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.
<@33>Bt3—27 to 38 inches; red (2.5YR 4/6) sandy clay loam; weak medium subangular blocky structure; friable; few faint clay films on faces of peds; very strongly acid; abrupt wavy boundary.
<@33>2C1—38 to 55 inches; reddish yellow (5YR 6/8) sand; single grained; loose; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.
<@33>2C2—55 to 75 inches; strong brown (7.5YR 5/6) sand; single grained; loose; strongly acid.
<@8>The thickness of the solum is 20 to 40 inches. Reaction is very strongly acid or strongly acid throughout the profile, except in areas where the surface layer has been limed.
<@32>The Ap or A horizon has hue of 10YR, value of 3 or 4, and chroma of 2 to 4.
<@32>The Bt horizon has hue of 2.5YR or 5YR, value of 4 or 5, and chroma of 4 to 8. It is sandy loam or sandy clay loam.
<@32>The 2C horizon has hue of 5YR to 10YR, value of 4 to 6, and chroma of 4 to 8. The texture is coarse sand, sand, loamy sand, or very gravelly sand.
