<@23>Ap—0 to 5 inches; fine sand, dark gray (10YR 4/1) rubbed, salt-and-pepper appearance unrubbed due to a mixture of white sand grains and black organic matter; weak fine granular structure; very friable; many fine and medium roots; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>E—5 to 18 inches; gray (10YR 5/1) fine sand; common medium distinct very dark gray (10YR 3/1) splotches and dark grayish brown (10YR 4/2) streaks; single grained; loose; many fine and medium roots; very strongly acid; abrupt wavy boundary.
