<@23>Oa1—0 to 6 inches; black (7.5YR 2/1) muck; about 30 percent fiber unrubbed, less than 10 percent rubbed; weak fine granular structure; very friable; many fine, medium, and coarse roots; slightly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Oa2—6 to 42 inches; black (10YR 2/1) muck; about 25 percent fiber unrubbed, less than 5 percent rubbed; massive; very friable; common fine and many medium and coarse roots; neutral; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>AC—42 to 60 inches; very dark gray (10YR 3/1) fine sand; massive; very friable; few medium and coarse roots; moderately alkaline; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Cg—60 to 80 inches; dark grayish brown (10YR 4/2) fine sand; single grained; loose; moderately alkaline.

<@33><i>Fiber content:<p> 20 to 75 percent unrubbed and 5 to 15 percent rubbed; some organic layers containing large fragments of wood

<@31>Bedrock—weathered, soft limestone or accumulations of secondary calcium carbonate with hard limestone fragments; can be dug with difficulty with a spade
<@23><i>R layer (where present):<p>
<@31>Bedrock—unweathered, hard limestone that can be chipped but not dug with a spade. In some pedons, it has solution holes that range from 6 to 18 inches in diameter and from 18 to 45 inches in depth. They are filled with sapric material in the upper part and sand, soft masses and accumulations of secondary calcium carbonates, or limestone fragments in the lower part.
