<@32>Typical pedon of Terra Ceia muck; about 1,600 feet east and 1,700 feet north of the southwest corner of sec. 23, T. 37 S., R. 35 E.
<@23>Oa1—0 to 8 inches; dark reddish brown (5YR 2/2) muck; 10 percent fiber unrubbed, 2 percent rubbed; moderate coarse subangular blocky structure; friable; many fine and medium roots; slightly acid; clear wavy boundary.
<@33>Oa2—8 to 53 inches; black (10YR 2/1) muck; 45 percent fiber unrubbed, 5 percent rubbed; weak coarse subangular blocky structure; friable; many fine and medium roots; neutral; gradual wavy boundary.
<@33>IIC1—53 to 60 inches; black (10YR 2/1) fine sand; single grained; loose; common tongues and small pockets of black (10YR 2/1) muck; neutral; gradual smooth boundary.
<@33>IIC2—60 to 80 inches; dark gray (10YR 4/1) fine sand; single grained; loose; black and very dark gray streaks in old root channels; neutral.
<@8>Reaction ranges from moderately acid to moderately alkaline. The thickness of the organic matter is more than 51 inches.
<@32>The Oa horizon has hue of 5YR to 10YR, value of 2 or 3, and chroma of 1 or 2; or it is neutral in hue and has value of 2. The content of fiber ranges from 5 to 30 percent unrubbed and from 3 to 15 percent rubbed. The content of mineral material ranges from 5 to 20 percent. In some pedons the surface layer is composed of hemic materials.
<@32>The IIC horizon, where present, has hue of 10YR, value of 2 to 6, and chroma of 2 or less. It is sand, fine sand, or loamy sand. In some pedons it contains shell fragments.
