<@23>A—0 to 6 inches; very dark gray (10YR 3/1) fine sand; weak fine granular structure; very friable; many fine and medium and few coarse roots; strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Eg1—6 to 13 inches; grayish brown (10YR 5/2) fine sand; single grained; loose; common fine and few medium roots; slightly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Eg2—13 to 35 inches; light yellowish brown (2.5Y 6/2) fine sand; single grained; loose; few fine roots; slightly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Btg1—35 to 55 inches; gray (10YR 5/1) sandy clay loam; weak coarse subangular blocky structure; friable; sand grains bridged and coated with clay; few fine roots; neutral; gradual wavy boundary.
