<@23>Ap—0 to 6 inches; dark grayish brown (10YR 4/2) sand; weak medium granular structure; very friable; few fine, medium, and coarse roots; strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>E—6 to 23 inches; brown (10YR 5/3) sand; few medium distinct dark grayish brown (10YR 4/2) and light gray (10YR 7/2) splotches; single grained; loose; few fine, medium, and coarse roots; less than 5 percent ironstone concretions, by volume; strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Bt—23 to 28 inches; brownish yellow (10YR 6/6) fine sandy loam; weak medium subangular blocky structure; friable; sand grains coated and bridged with clay; few fine, medium, and coarse roots; few medium distinct reddish yellow (7.5YR 6/6) iron masses and pore linings; very strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Btg1—28 to 47 inches; light gray (10YR 7/1) sandy clay loam; weak medium subangular blocky structure; friable; sand grains coated and bridged with clay; few fine and medium roots; common coarse prominent reddish yellow (7.5YR 6/6) iron masses; very strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Btg2—47 to 68 inches; light gray (10YR 7/1) fine sandy loam; weak coarse subangular blocky structure; friable; few fine and medium roots; common coarse prominent reddish yellow (7.5YR 6/6) iron masses; very strongly acid; gradual smooth boundary.

<@33>Cg—68 to 80 inches; light gray (10YR 7/1) sandy loam; weak coarse granular structure; very friable; common coarse prominent reddish yellow (7.5YR 6/6) iron masses; very strongly acid.
