<@23>Ap—0 to 5 inches; very dark grayish brown (10YR 3/2) fine sand; single grained; loose; many fine to coarse roots; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>C1—5 to 18 inches; brown (10YR 4/3) fine sand; single grained; loose; many fine, medium, and coarse roots; very strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.
