<@23>A—0 to 7 inches; black (10YR 2/1) fine sand; weak fine granular structure; very friable; few fine and very fine roots; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Eg1—7 to 14 inches; grayish brown (10YR 5/2) fine sand; single grained; loose; very strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Eg2—14 to 22 inches; gray (10YR 6/1) fine sand; single grained; loose; very dark grayish brown (10YR 3/2) root stains; few charcoal fragments; strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.
