<@8>The Chipley soils are commonly associated on the landscape with Albany, Blanton, Bonneau, Foxworth, Hurricane, Leon, and Pottsburg soils. The Albany, Blanton, and Bonneau soils have a Bt horizon. The Foxworth soils are in the slightly higher positions and are moderately well drained. The Hurricane soils are in positions similar to those of the Chipley soils but have a Bh horizon below a depth 50 inches. The Leon and Pottsburg soils are in the lower positions, are poorly drained, and have a Bh horizon.

<@32>Chipley fine sand, in an area of Albany-Chipley-Leon complex, 0 to 5 percent slopes; in Washington County, Florida; USGS Red Head SW, Florida, 7.5-minute quadrangle; lat. 30 degrees 25 minutes 37.4 seconds N. and long. 85 degrees 52 minutes 17.7 seconds W.

<@23>Ap—0 to 8 inches; dark gray (10YR 4/1) fine sand; weak very fine granular structure; very friable; few uncoated sand grains; extremely acid; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>C1—8 to 19 inches; light yellowish brown (2.5Y 6/4) sand; common uncoated sand grains; single grain; loose; strongly acid; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>C2—19 to 35 inches; light gray (2.5Y 7/2) sand; single grain; loose; few fine prominent strong brown (7.5YR 5/6) masses of iron accumulation; strongly acid; gradual smooth boundary.

<@33>C3—35 to 50 inches; pale yellow (2.5Y 8/2) sand; single grain; loose; common fine prominent strong brown (7.5YR 5/8) and common medium prominent brownish yellow (10YR 6/6) masses of iron accumulation; strongly acid; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>Cg—50 to 80 inches; white (2.5Y 8/1) sand; single grain; loose; few fine prominent reddish yellow (7.5YR 6/8) masses of iron accumulation; strongly acid.
