<@8>The Rains soils are commonly associated on the landscape with Bladen, Grady, Lynchburg, Ocilla, Pelham, and Plummer soils. The poorly drained Bladen, Pelham, and Plummer soils are in landscape positions similar to those of the Rains soils. The Bladen soils have more than 35 percent clay in the Bt horizon. The Pelham soils have an argillic horizon within a depth of 20 to 40 inches. The Plummer soils are poorly drained. The Grady soils have a clayey particle-size control section. The Lynchburg soils are in the higher positions and are somewhat poorly drained. The Ocilla soils are in the slightly higher positions, have sandy surface and subsurface layers with a combined thickness of 20 to 40 inches, and are somewhat poorly drained.

<@32>Rains loamy sand, in an area of Rains and Bayboro soils, depressional; in Washington County, Florida; USGS Chipley NE, Florida, 7.5-minute quadrangle; lat. 30 degrees 49 minutes 33.93 seconds N. and long. 85 degrees 32 minutes 8.1 seconds W.

<@23>A—0 to 5 inches; dark grayish brown (2.5Y 4/2) loamy sand; weak fine granular structure; very friable; strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Eg—5 to 15 inches; light yellowish brown (2.5Y 6/2) sandy loam; weak fine granular structure; very friable; few fine prominent reddish yellow (7.5YR 6/8) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Btg1—15 to 30 inches; light brownish gray (2.5Y 6/2) sandy clay loam; weak medium subangular blocky structure; friable; common medium prominent strong brown (7.5YR 5/8) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Btg2—30 to 55 inches; light gray (10YR 7/1) sandy clay loam; weak medium subangular blocky structure; friable; common medium distinct yellowish brown (10YR 5/6) and dark yellowish brown (10YR 4/4) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>BCg—55 to 80 inches; light gray (10YR 7/1) sandy clay loam; weak medium subangular blocky structure; friable; few fine and medium prominent yellowish brown (10YR 5/8) and yellowish red (5YR 5/8) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid.
