<@33><i>Permeability:<p> Moderate

<@33><i>Parent material:<p> Unconsolidated sandy and loamy marine sediments

<@33><i>Landscape:<p> Upper, middle, and lower Coastal Plain

<@33><i>Landform:<p> Hills, ridges, and hillslopes

<@33><i>Slope:<p> 0 to 8 percent

<@33><i>Taxonomic classification:<p> Loamy, kaolinitic, thermic Grossarenic Kandiudults

<@8>The Troup soils are commonly associated on the landscape with Lakeland, Lucy, and Orangeburg soils. The Lakeland soils are in the slightly higher positions, do not have a Bt horizon, are sandy throughout the profile, and are excessively drained. The Lucy soils have a loamy subsoil at a depth of 20 to 40 inches, have less than 5 percent plinthite in the subsoil, and are well drained. The Orangeburg soils have a loamy subsoil within a depth of 20 inches, are well drained, and contain 0 to 10 percent iron nodules in the subsoil.

<@32>Troup sand, in an area of Troup-Lucy complex, 5 to 8 percent slopes; in Washington County, Florida; USGS Alford SW, Florida, 7.5-minute quadrangle; lat. 30 degrees 39 minutes 32.22 seconds N. and long. 85 degrees 29 minutes 47.27 seconds W.

<@23>Ap—0 to 10 inches; brown (10YR 4/3) sand; weak fine granular structure; very friable; strongly acid; abrupt smooth boundary.

<@33>E1—10 to 40 inches; dark yellowish brown (10YR 4/4) sand; single grain; loose; strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>E2—40 to 55 inches; pale brown (10YR 6/3) sand; single grain; loose; strongly acid; gradual wavy boundary.

<@33>Bt—55 to 80 inches; yellowish red (5YR 5/8) sandy clay loam; weak medium subangular blocky structure; friable; strongly acid.

<@33><i>Reaction:<p> Very strongly acid to moderately acid throughout, except where lime has been applied

<@31>Color—hue of 7.5YR or 10YR, value of 3 to 6, and chroma of 2 to 4

<@31>Texture—sand

<@23><i>E horizon:<p>
<@31>Color—hue of 7.5YR or 10YR, value of 4 to 8, and chroma of 3 to 8; few or common clean grains in some pedons

<@31>Texture—sand, fine sand, or loamy sand

<@23><i>Bt horizon:<p>
<@31>Color—dominantly hue of 2.5YR or 5YR, value of 5 to 7, and chroma of 4 to 8; hue of 7.5YR or 10YR, value of 5 to 7, and chroma of 4 to 8 in some pedons
