<@49>The Blanton soils are in positions similar to those of the Bonneau soils or slightly higher and have surface and subsurface layers with a combined thickness of 40 to 80 inches.

· <@29>The Cowarts soils are in positions similar to those of the Bonneau soils, have a solum that ranges from 20 to 40 inches in thickness, and do not have the thick, sandy surface and subsurface horizons.

· <@29>The Norfolk and Orangeburg soils are in positions similar to those of the Bonneau soils and do not have thick, sandy surface and subsurface horizons.

· <@29>The Troup soils are in the slightly higher positions, are somewhat excessively drained, and have sandy surface and subsurface horizons with a combined thickness of 40 to 80 inches.

<@23>Ap—0 to 6 inches; dark grayish brown (10YR 4/2) loamy sand; weak fine granular structure; very friable; common fine, common medium, and few coarse roots; slightly acid; abrupt wavy boundary.

<@33>E1—6 to 12 inches; light yellowish brown (10YR 6/4) loamy sand; weak fine granular structure; very friable; common fine and common medium roots; slightly acid; gradual wavy boundary.
