<@23>A—0 to 4 inches; very dark grayish brown (10YR 3/2) loamy fine sand; weak medium granular structure; very friable; strongly acid; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>C1—4 to 32 inches; light yellowish brown (10YR 6/4), brownish yellow (10YR 6/6), and yellowish red (5YR 5/6) stratified sand to sandy loam; massive; friable; very strongly acid; gradual smooth boundary.
