<@30>Houlka silty clay loam, frequently flooded; Noxubee County, Mississippi; about 2.5 miles east of Sucarnoochee on U.S. Highway 45, about 0.5 mile north on the logging road, 50 feet west on the logging road, 30 feet south, in a wooded area; NW¼NW¼ sec. 35, T. 11 N., R. 18 E.

<@23>A1—0 to 3 inches; dark grayish brown (10YR 4/2) silty clay loam; moderate fine granular structure; friable; many fine and medium roots; strongly acid; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>A2—3 to 11 inches; dark brown (10YR 4/3) silty clay; moderate fine and medium subangular blocky structure; firm; many fine and medium roots; common medium faint light brownish gray (10YR 6/2) iron depletions; very strongly acid; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>Bw—11 to 21 inches; light brownish gray (10YR 6/2) silty clay loam; moderate fine and medium subangular blocky structure; firm; common fine and medium roots; common medium prominent strong brown (7.5YR 5/6) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Bss1—21 to 31 inches; light brownish gray (10YR 6/2) silty clay; few fine faint strong brown stains along root channels; moderate medium and coarse angular blocky structure; firm; many striated pressure faces; many slickensides; slickenside planes are 2 to 4 inches apart and have nearly parallel faces; few fine and medium roots; common medium prominent yellowish brown (10YR 5/8) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Bss2—31 to 51 inches; light brownish gray (10YR 6/2) clay; moderate coarse angular blocky (wedge shaped) structure parting to moderate medium angular and subangular blocky; firm; slickenside planes are 2 to 4 inches apart and have thick, polished and grooved faces; slickenside ridges are 4 to 12 inches apart and 1 to 5 inches in height; few fine roots; many medium prominent strong brown (7.5YR 5/8) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Bss3—51 to 69 inches; grayish brown (2.5Y 5/2) clay; moderate coarse angular blocky (wedge shaped) structure parting to moderate medium angular and subangular blocky; firm; slickenside planes are 2 to 4 inches apart and have thick, polished and grooved faces; slickenside ridges are 4 to 12 inches apart and 1 to 5 inches in height; few fine roots; many medium prominent yellowish brown (10YR 5/8) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Bss4—69 to 81 inches; grayish brown (2.5Y 5/2) clay; moderate coarse angular blocky (wedge shaped) structure parting to moderate medium angular and subangular blocky; firm; slickenside planes are 2 to 4 inches apart and have thick, polished and grooved faces; slickenside ridges are 4 to 12 inches apart and 1 to 5 inches in height; few fine roots; common medium distinct strong brown (7.5YR 5/6) strips along roots; many medium prominent strong brown (7.5YR 5/8) masses of iron accumulation; very strongly acid.

<@33><i>Thickness of the solum:<p> More than 60 inches

<@33><i>Reaction:<p> Very strongly acid or strongly acid throughout, except for the surface layer in areas where lime has been applied

<@33><i>Redoximorphic features:<p> Masses of iron accumulation below a depth of 11 inches
