<@23>A—0 to 8 inches; very dark gray (10YR 3/1) sand; single grained; loose, nonsticky, nonplastic; many very fine and few medium and coarse roots; many very fine and fine interstitial pores; less than 15 percent, by volume, shell fragments; moderately alkaline; strongly effervescent; abrupt wavy boundary.

<@33>AC—8 to 11 inches; very dark grayish brown (10YR 3/2) coarse sand; single grained; loose, nonsticky, nonplastic; few fine patchy faint very dark grayish brown (2.5Y 3/2) organic films on sand grains; few fine and medium roots; many very fine and fine interstitial pores; about 10 percent, by volume, shell fragments; moderately alkaline; violently effervescent; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>C1—11 to 54 inches; grayish brown (10YR 5/2) gravelly coarse sand; single grained; loose, nonsticky, nonplastic; few fine roots; many very fine and fine interstitial pores; about 20 percent, by volume, shell fragments; moderately alkaline; violently effervescent; abrupt wavy boundary.

<@33>C2—54 to 80 inches; light yellowish brown (10YR 6/4) coarse sand; single grained; loose, nonsticky, nonplastic; few fine and medium weakly cemented aggregates of filaments and threads of secondary calcium carbonate; moderately alkaline; strongly effervescent.
