<@23>Ap—0 to 9 inches; black (10YR 2/1) clay loam, very dark grayish brown (10YR 3/2) dry; moderate fine and medium subangular blocky structure; hard, friable, slightly sticky, plastic; many very fine and fine roots; many very fine and fine tubular and interstitial pores; about 2 percent, by volume, pebbles; slightly alkaline; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>Bt1—9 to 14 inches; very dark grayish brown (10YR 3/2) clay loam, dark brown (10YR 3/3) dry; strong medium angular blocky structure; hard, friable, sticky, plastic; few very fine and fine roots; common very fine and fine tubular and interstitial pores; common distinct clay films on faces of peds and coarse fragments; about 2 percent, by volume, pebbles; slightly alkaline; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>Bt2—14 to 23 inches; dark brown (10YR 3/3) clay loam, brown (10YR 4/3) dry; strong medium angular blocky structure; hard, firm, sticky, plastic; few very fine and fine roots; common very fine tubular and interstitial pores; many prominent clay films on faces of peds and coarse fragments; about 10 percent, by volume, pebbles; slightly alkaline; gradual smooth boundary.

<@33>Btk1—23 to 38 inches; dark yellowish brown (10YR 4/4) sandy clay loam, brownish yellow (10YR 6/6) dry; strong medium angular blocky structure; hard, firm, sticky, plastic; few very fine roots; common very fine and fine tubular and interstitial pores; common distinct discontinuous clay films on faces of peds and coarse fragments; common fine to medium prominent white (10YR 8/1) soft masses of calcium carbonate; about 10 percent, by volume, pebbles; moderately alkaline; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>Btk2—38 to 50 inches; dark yellowish brown (10YR 4/6) clay loam, light yellowish brown (10YR 6/4) dry; moderate very fine and fine subangular blocky structure; slightly hard, friable, slightly sticky, plastic; few very fine roots; common very fine and fine tubular and interstitial and few medium tubular pores; few faint clay films on faces of peds; many fine to coarse prominent white (10YR 8/1) soft masses of calcium carbonate and few fine calcium carbonate nodules; about 10 percent, by volume, pebbles; moderately alkaline; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>2C—50 to 80 inches; brown (10YR 4/3) gravelly sandy loam, yellowish brown (10YR 5/4) dry; massive; slightly hard, very friable, slightly sticky, slightly plastic; few fine coatings of calcium carbonate on coarse fragments; about 20 percent, by volume, pebbles; moderately alkaline.
