<@23>Ap—0 to 6 inches; very dark grayish brown (10YR 3/2) silty clay loam; moderate fine granular structure; soft, friable, slightly sticky, slightly plastic; many very fine to medium roots; common fine interstitial pores; about 5 percent, by volume, weathered rock fragments 0.25 to 0.50 inch in diameter; neutral; clear smooth boundary.

<@33>Bw—6 to 15 inches; dark grayish brown (10YR 4/2) silty clay loam; weak fine subangular blocky structure; soft, friable, slightly sticky, slightly plastic; few fine roots; common fine interstitial pores; about 10 percent, by volume, partially weathered rock fragments 0.25 to 0.50 inch in diameter; noneffervescent; neutral; abrupt wavy boundary.

<@33>Cr—15 to 36 inches; highly fractured, unconsolidated volcanic rock; few fine and medium roots between fracture planes; clear wavy boundary.
