<@23>A—0 to 3 inches; olive gray (5Y 5/2) sandy loam; massive; very friable, nonsticky, nonplastic; many fine roots; about 12 percent, by volume, pebbles; strongly effervescent; moderately alkaline; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Bwg—3 to 14 inches; greenish gray (10Y 5/1) loam; weak fine subangular blocky structure; very friable, slightly sticky, slightly plastic; many fine and medium roots; about 10 percent, by volume, pebbles; strongly effervescent; moderately alkaline; clear wavy boundary.

<@33>Cg1—14 to 22 inches; greenish gray (10Y 6/1) very gravelly loam; massive; very friable, slightly sticky, slightly plastic; about 45 percent, by volume, pebbles; strongly effervescent; moderately alkaline; abrupt wavy boundary.
